Unfortunately the IEMA Conference later in the year does not qualify under the Hemp Grant program anymore.  

Under New Business

Colin Fulrath reported on a Haz-mat incident involving a semi-truck rollover involving diesel fuel leaking on rte. 20 by Woodbine which was taken care of successfully by the Haz-mat Team. 
Chairman Pedersen introduced Steve Holbert from the Stephenson County LEPC who gave a presentation on the transportation study that they just completed. Steve gave an overview of how they conducted the survey and passed out copies of their completed survey of the Canadian National Railroad which included the train movement by the four seasons, direction of travel which was east and west, time of day, united nation number, placard number, guide number to handle the product along with a list of twenty-two Haz-mat products that was transported in Stephenson County in 2013/14. Ethanol was the highest moved product at about 90% of the railroad cars moved in 2013/14. Discussion of the survey followed. Steve passed along good and interesting information.
Phil Crnkovich from Rentech Nitrogen, LLC asked about the feasibility of getting a committee from the LEPC together to review their emergency contingency plan. A committee consisting of Chuck Pedersen, Colin Fulrath, Ron Data, Tom Lange and Steve Bustard was formed.
