Under Old Business

Chairman Bustard and Chuck Pedersen gave an update on the Ebola situation saying that that it has been very low key lately and not much information coming through about it hopefully they have it under control. 
Chuck Pedersen reported that he contacted the railroad and was informed that the railroad has done a commodity flow study that shows about 55 trains of Bakken crude oil shipments pass through Jo Daviess County per week. Chuck and Tom Lange attended a meeting in Dubuque with some railroad representatives with the railroad offering to house equipment to help mitigate any type of derailment situations. This offer is being looked into by Dubuque, Grant and Jo Daviess County Officials.
Under New Business

Colin Fulrath reported on one Haz-mat incident since our last meeting which was in Cuba City, Wis. for an unknown substance. Arrival on scene it was determined that it was bottle bombs which the Madison Bomb Squad came out and took care of.

Chairman Bustard said the LEPC is an important organization and would like suggestions and ideas to on building programs and resources for Jo Daviess County. Some discussion followed. Anyone with ideas or suggestions please notify Steve with them.

Chairman Bustard said that at the IEMA Conference where one of the programs was about addressing the Readiness & Emergency Management for Schools (REMS) which is a federally funded program in which they come out here and do programs locally in to your home, office or auditoriums. Developing an emergency operations plan is one such program. What it does for the LEPC is to make people aware of what we do for the community.
Chuck Pedersen reported that he is working on getting an updated list of resources available for Emergencies County wide. People contacted so far is Swiss Valley, Walmart, Piggly Wiggly for getting food and other items. Next Friday he is going to Sullivan’s grocery and a porta-potty business in Stockton. This is just the beginning and other businesses will be contacted. Chuck has contacted Tom Burger, the Dubuque County EMA and Steve Braun, the Grant County EMA who are willing to work with us with needed resources.

Chuck Pedersen has applied for a grant to upgrade the Command Post which needs tires and other items. Chuck said a weather spotters class is scheduled on March 4th at the Galena Ambulance building and an active shooter drill at the primary school in Galena. Also an elected official’s workshop put on by IEMA is planned.

Tom Lange reported on the coalition committee that has been formed by the Canadian National Railroad. Several organizations from Dubuque, Grant and Jo Daviess Counties are on it. It’s just beginning with many items being brought up and discussed presently.

Doug Siegert reported that another company, Tessenderlo Kerley Inc., is building a Fertilizer Facility alongside the Rentech Nitrogen plant which will be purchasing anhydrous ammonia from Rentech via a pipe line to make other fertilizer products.         
Secretary Data said that the next LEPC meeting would be on April 21, 2015 at 7:00 P.M. at the Jo- Daviess County Public Safety Building.
