GIS Committee – Kevin Turner reported that the County is installing a new GIS Mapping Program 
Exercise Development Committee – Colin Fulrath and Ron Data reported that Scales Mound Fire Department is hosting a hands on Disaster Drill on July 24rd involving a Chlorine leak which will involve evacuating members of the public from their homes also. Several EMS, Fire Departments and the County Haz-Mat Team along with the heads of several organizations that would normally be  summoned for this type of situation will be in attendance. 
LEPC Operations Plan/Chemical Response Plan Committee – Colin Fulrath reported that he is working on it.  
MSDS Website Committee – Colin Fulrath reported that he is looking more into it as he found out that there is a wiser APP available that looks promising and is user friendly.  
Under Old Business

Chairman Pedersen reported that he, Peg Murphy and Steve Bustard attended the Winnebago Emergency Preparedness Conference on April 16th, in Rockford, Illinois. All three reported that the seminars were very well done and that it was a very well attended conference.

Chairman Pedersen said that a committee consisting of himself, Colin Fulrath, Ron Data, Tom Lange, Steve Bustard and Dan Guzzle met with members of Rentech Nitrogen, LLC to review their Emergency Contingency Plan. The plan was very well done with some updates and revisions suggested by the committee of which they were very receptive to these suggestions.
Chairman Pedersen said that he just attended a ten county tabletop exercise in Dixon put on by IEMA. It involved a chemical release with the people divided up in groups and each deciding what and how they were going to mitigate the problem. Chuck said that IEMA was impressed by our Emergency Operation Plan which had been installed on a computer and was given to him by Tom Lange which Chuck was able to call up items quickly when needed.        

Under New Business

Colin Fulrath reported on three Haz-mat incidents since our last meeting. The first one involved a semi-truck rollover involving diesel fuel leaking on rte. 20 by Stockton. The second one was in East Dubuque which involved Chlorine/Fluoride leak which is used in their water treatment facility. The third was at the Stockton Cheese Facility. All three incidences were taken care of successfully.

Chairman Pedersen reported that EMA Tom Lange is stepping down from that position. Chuck has been appointed and accepted the position. Along with that Chuck would like someone to take over being chairman of the LEPC. If anyone is interested please let chuck know.  

Chairman Pedersen reported on an article about the volatile oil shipments passing through Wisconsin which also passes through Illinois.  A lengthy discussion followed on the article.

Chairman Pedersen reminded the members of the IEMA Conference September 2-5th. Unfortunately no funding is available to send members to it.
