Reports from the Sub-Committees

Membership Committee – Chairman Bustard introduced Yvette Alexander-Maxie to the members. Dave Roling introduced Curt Oellerich who will be replacing him on the committee.

LEPC Operations Plan/Chemical Response Plan Committee – Colin Fulrath reported that he & Chuck Pedersen are in the process of developing a new plan. Colin gave an overview of the changes that will be made.
Commodity Flow Study Committee – Chairman Bustard reported that this project continues to move along & gave highlights of the Winter & Spring truck study done at various points in Jo Daviess County.   
Under Old Business
Yvette Alexander-Maxie reported that the American Red Cross has formed a committee to determine the most common disaster they respond to which turned out to be fires. So they have started a fire campaign to hopefully reduce the number of injuries & death from fires. One way is to give fire departments smoke alarms & have them install the alarms for the public. The smoke alarms will come with ten-year lithium batteries.
Chuck Pedersen gave an update on the new warning system called “Code Red” that is being instituted county wide saying that all the paperwork has been completed, the County Board is on board with it & should be on line June 1st.
Chuck Pedersen reported on the Statewide Summer Exercise done at the LEPC Conference which was a tabletop exercise on Train Derailments involving a fire which lasted four hours. It involved all the steps that need to be done when a train derailment happens & was a learning experience.
Chuck Pedersen reported that a tabletop exercise on June 14th & 15th which will include the emergency management people. It will involve getting a pallet of supplies coming in & turned over to the health department & then out to the public in a timely manner.
Under New Business
Chairman Bustard asked if there were any Haz-Mat incidences. Colin Fulrath reported that there was no Haz-Mat incidence’s since our last meeting.
Steve Silberman made us aware of a state wide volunteer disaster corps committee where they come & assist in disaster situations consisting of senior Americorp people. Steve will collect more information & get it to Chairman Bustard on this.
Dave Roling gave an update on the Stephenson Service Company facility changes & their risk management program.
Phil Crnkovich reported that Rentech Nitrogen has changed their name to East Dubuque Nitrogen Fertilizers, LLC which was a partnership merger between them & CER Industries. Phil plans to have us tour the facility sometime in the future.
Chuck Pedersen updated us on the earth day festivities at Turner Hall in Galena. The command post will be there for touring. Chuck gave an overview of the capabilities of the vehicle. Chuck also reported that Stephenson County will be doing an active shooter drill on July 22nd.
