Colin Fulrath reported no Haz-Mat incidences since our last meeting. Chuck Pedersen reported, for our information, on a Haz-Mat incident that happened last summer by Elizabeth, Illinois. Chuck said that the Haz-Mat Team was dispatched & contained a spill & billed the customer as the spiller pays in our County with the insurance company paying us. Then the spiller requested re-imbursement of the billed amount as they felt that the Haz-Mat Team shouldn’t have been sent to the scene. A meeting with the Haz-Mat Officials showed that with the information gathered by the dispatchers it was a legitimate response so the re-imbursement claim was denied.
Chairman Bustard reported that in 2013 the County instituted a Mitigation Plan which looks at both natural & manmade disaster potentials & is reviewed every five years which is this year so Chuck Pedersen is working on that project currently which will take time to complete.

Tesssender Kerley representatives gave an overview of their operation & we took a tour of their facility.
